Optimism, Passion, Decisive, Flexibility and adaptability, Willingness
to take risks, Unafraid of failure, Innovative, Focused

One of the first steps of starting a business is to ask a lot of
questions and to research and learn as much as you can about the
product you are going to create.

Ask students to consider what they would like to know granola
bars and where their ingredients come from.

Wall or in their notebooks. Explain that we will answer their
questions during the project.

Hint: Encourage students to begin thinking about where their food/
ingredients come from and the multiple aspects of starting up a
business (brands, logos, pricing, market, competition, etc.)
